Arteries – usually look red, carry blood away from the heart. 
Veins - usually look blue, return blood to the heart.
Capillaries – tiny passages that connect arteries and veins to the body.
Pulmonary circuit – moving blood between the heart and the lungs.
Oxygenated – with oxygen mixed/dissolved into it.
Nutrients - substances from food that help your body survive and grow.
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Arteries: vessels that carry Veins: vessels carrying

Capillaries: tiny blood vessels (width of one cell)
